Flying Mission Bible Distribution, December 26, 2011 

We (a number of Flying Mission personnel and a few “outsiders” as well) met once again on Boxing Day at Princess Marina Hospital, the large government hospital here in Gaborone.    One of our pilots was carrying the precious cargo, the Word of God, and we soon had it transferred to the gurneys, ready to make our way through the wards of the hospital.  As usual, there were a good number of hospital staff to help us make sure that every patient was given a Bible.  

We started out at the children’s ward.  Laurel’s (a colleague) mom and a number of her friends in Australia had knitted teddies; they were for the smallest children.  Coloring books and crayons were for the next age group, and the oldest ones received children’s Bibles.  All were gratefully received and the mothers/caregivers were given Bibles as well as they spend their days there with their children.  A beautiful 5-month old girl lay in a crib by herself; no mother, no caregiver.  She had been abandoned and had been in hospital for a month.  Two of our mothers were ready to take her home that day!!  How wonderful that would have been for the wee girl and for one of those families, but it wasn’t possible. We pray that she will become part of a loving Botswana home.

Singing our way through the passages and wards, we gave out God’s precious word.  How rewarding to see so many open them immediately and start reading.  Only eternity will show the fruit of this ministry.

The boxes of Bibles were emptying rapidly and we weren’t even half way through.  Oh dear!!  What to do?  Thankfully Bob, who runs our local Christian book shop and who is the source of Bibles, had joined us once again for the distribution.   After a short discussion, he was given the go ahead to go to the shop and see what he could find.  

As usual, people who were visiting patients were trying to convince us to give them Bibles as well.   “No, they are only for the patients.”  That didn’t stop them from trying to work their way around us!  Carrying on to the next ward was the only solution.

Bob returned with more Bibles, but still not enough for all who remained.  However he had brought along some 100 New Testaments in Setswana and all of the ladies in the maternity ward, around 98 in number, received those.  Whole Bibles were kept aside for patients in the TB/Oncology unit in another area of town; they were long term patients.

Laurel and I had made up some parcels for the neo-natal unit.  We had gone the week before to find out how many there were and we were able to give each of those wee ones, and some of them were so “wee”,  a parcel.  How could they survive? They numbered around 45.  We found out that 4 of them had been abandoned by their mothers.  Who can know what these women/girls were experiencing?  Was the responsibility of being in hospital for months on end with their babies too overwhelming?  Were they frightened? Depressed?  

We minister by giving God’s Word out every year at Christmas, but there is so much more ministry that is needed.  How thankful we can be that the people of Botswana are still so open to hearing and speaking about the Lord.  

We are so thankful for a very generous donation that made this year’s Bible distribution possible again; there had been a big question concerning this as Flying Mission itself did not have the resources.  As we consider the wonderful opportunities in getting God’s Word out to people, the freedom we have in Botswana to make God’s Word available, and the needs, especially in the prisons and hospitals, there is the challenge of making this an ongoing, year round ministry.  This year’s price for each of the English and Setswana Bibles was between 9-10 U.S. dollars.  Please continue to keep this mission in your prayers.
